City Manager’s Weekly Update for September 18th – 24th, 2023

This is my weekly update about things going on in the City of Trinity for the week of September 18, 2023.

On August 28, 2023, the City of Trinity was recognized for the second consecutive year for their effective budget presentation.  This award was presented to the City by the Government Finance Officer Association for receiving the Distinguished Budget Presentation Award.  This award showcases those local government entities for high quality budget documents nationwide that meet the program criteria and strive to improve budget transparency in their communities.  The formal award presentation will take place at the October 10th City Council Meeting.

At the September 11th City Council Meeting, the City Council voted and approved changing the City Council Meeting start time.  The new start time for the City Council Pre-Agenda will be at 6 PM and the City Council Meeting will start at 6:30 PM.

On September 21st, the City Council will hold a Special Called Meeting.  This meeting will cover the following topics:

· High Point Interlocal Sewer Project Cost Expectations

· Project Budget Amendment 

· Closed Session to Consult with the City Attorney

On September 25th, the Planning and Zoning Board will hold their monthly meeting.  The Board will hear the following rezoning case:

· Ryan and Cale Lohr are requesting that 1.56 acres located on Meadowbrook Drive be rezoned from R-40 – Residential 40,000 Square Feet to M2-CZ – Light Industrial Conditional Zoning.  The Conditional Zoning District would allow for the construction of a 36’ x 36’ addition to the existing repair garage.  It would require the property owner to maintain the existing foliage within a setback of 100 feet from the road.

· Update on the Development Ordinance Revision Project.
